Jackson County United Way was founded in 1962.

Jackson County United Way funds 20 agencies and their

125 programs that serve over 40,000 Jackson County residents 365

days a year. 

87 cents of every dollar collected in 2010 went towards helping people

in Jackson County.

The organization is directed and operated by a volunteer board of

directors who either live or work  in Jackson County.  

The Community Investment Committee is comprised of 17 local 
volunteers who review all agency applications and make  

recommendations to the board of directors to determine the goal of 

the annual fund-raising campaign and the level of support needed 

to continue these important programs.
Jackson County United Way operates several programs in our

community.  In 2010, the following programs were very effective at

delivering services:

~ 2.1.1 – received 1,228 calls from people in need and made

   2,578 referrals to social service agencies.
~Stuff the Bus – collected school supplies valued at over $11,000 

   for students in all four county school systems.

~ Day of Caring – matched 183 volunteers working on 34 projects.

~ VITA –25 volunteers filed 218 returns and helped Jackson County

   families find $268,013 in Federal Refunds and  $87,886 in 
   Earned Income Credits!  
~ Money Smart Week -- Social Security Benefit Information

   for those with disabilities was shared at a workshop presented
   by Indiana University.

~ EITC Awareness Day -- Financial Literacy Fair which included 

   Individuals from the IRS, CollegeChoice, Indiana's 529 College

   Savings Plan and Secretary of State Charles P. White’s Investor

   Education Coordinator.

~FamilyWize Prescription Discount Drug Cards  –  saved 

   Jackson County residents over $345,767.80 with 24,676 claims. 

   That’s money that can be spent elsewhere in our community.
~AmeriCorps –AmeriCorps- 26 part time members served at 9                  

   community organizations providing additional direct service to 
   clients in need.  Nearly 1,000 new volunteers have been recruited 
   by AmeriCorps members to serve throughout Jackson County. 

~MIG- The Medicaid Infrastructure Grant  provides help for families 
  of individuals with disabilities  providing economic activities that 
  build and preserve assets; and increase collaboration among 
  the financial stability partners.

               ~ Bridges Out Of Poverty -- To share the impact of poverty, a
  community program Hand to Hand will begin on Oct. 12th
                   to support local individuals and families as they learn how to 
                   improve their quality of life.
