Girls INC., Boys Club, BB/BS programs! They are such special programs for my students and are making tremendous student/character/citizenship improvements in our kids. 





One of the most awakening experiences I've had since coming back into the community as elementary principal, is the lack of mentoring programs in the community. Having grown up in Crothersville and graduating A LONG TIME AGO, I couldn't believe, once coming back, how many of my elementary students are growing up in poverty thus leading to a lack of enriching resources.  When I came here, there wasn't hardly any programs I could offer my students after-school, but in the last three years, these programs have made huge differences.
